e Payment of all fees. Fees depend
on the scale of your project. The
full fee schedule is available
online.

It is
your responsibility as a homeowner
to be aware of these regulations.

PERMITS

A Development Permit and a
Building Permit are required for
the construction of a detached
garage. Mechanical Permits
(Plumbing, Electrical, Heating,
Ventilation & Air Conditioning, and
G andGas) may also be required.

REGULATIONS

e Onlysingle-storey garages are
permitted.

e  You must ensure that your
garage does not cover a gas line.

e Contact ATCO Gas at 780-424-
5222 if a buried line requires
relocating.

Depending on how you choose to
position your garage, different
setback regulations may apply.

representative of the Development
Approvals Section at the Edmonton
