	+ The City of Edmonton, in collaboration with EPCOR, will be installing absorbent 
landscaping for flood mitigation. Absorbent landscaping looks similar to other 
boulevards, but is designed with a shallow depression to collect road runoff and 
allow it to absorb into the ground

	+ Absorbent landscaping areas will be grass and may have trees

	+ Locations for absorbent landscaping are noted on the final design maps on 
Boards 5 through 10

	+ Currently, when it rains, the water on your street flows into a catch basin 
connected to underground pipes which lead to the wastewater treatment plant 
or into the North Saskatchewan River. Absorbent landscaping will slow water 
from entering the stormwater system and reduce local flooding. Absorbent 
landscaping has no pipes and is not connected to the storm system

	+ Helps reduce local flooding by absorbing small amounts of rain

	+ Helps to combat climate change impacts by creating healthy vegetation
